Invention Disclosure Form

INVENTION DISCLOSURE INSTRUCTIONS
The Invention Disclosure Form notifies the Children’s Research Support Services Office of a potential invention and any relevant sponsorship and publication history.  The form must be submitted whenever something new, and useful has been conceived or developed, or when unusual, unexpected, or unobvious research results have been achieved and can be used.  Research Support Services staff will provide advice and information about completing the disclosure form.

Research Support Services Staff will arrange for a review of all Invention Disclosure Forms received from Children’s researchers.  The purpose of the Invention Disclosure Form is to permit evaluation of an invention to determine whether the invention is patentable and whether commercial development of the invention is feasible.  The form also serves to establish a legal record of the date of conception of the invention.  When appropriate, Children’s endeavors to license Children’s inventions to industry for further development and commercialization.  Royalties derived from any such license are shared with the inventor(s) and their departments according to Children’s "Intellectual Property Core Policy."  ("Patent Policy").

The following instructions apply to the correspondingly numbered items of the form:

Items I: 1-6
The description of the invention will provide the basic information used to determine whether the invention is patentable and marketable.  The invention should be clearly described so that someone having knowledge in the field of the invention can understand the technical merits of the invention, its usefulness, and possible practical applications.  This description will be used by evaluators in determining the invention’s ultimate chances for successful patenting and later market development.

Items II: 1-5
In the United States, a patent application must be filed no later than one year after public availability of a printed publication or verbal presentation disclosing the invention (use of overheads or backboards may be considered written disclosures).  In other countries, filing must take place before either oral or printed publication is made available to the public; however, where there has been a U.S. patent filing before any oral or printed publication, generally a one-year grace period is granted for foreign filing.

“Conception”, in the patent-law sense, involves the formulation, in the mind of the inventor, of the complete means for solving a problem.  The mere recognition of a desirable result, or of a problem, or of a general approach to solving the same, without the formulation of the physical structure to accomplish that result or to solve the problem, will not suffice to constitute conception.

I. “First public written disclosure” means the first time any member of the general public (those outside the Children’s community) who has not signed a confidentiality agreement, was able to gain access to your written or printed description of the invention.

II. “First public oral disclosure” means the same as above in “First public written disclosure” but applies only to oral presentation to the general public (those outside the Children’s community).

III. Under certain circumstances, events such as invention being sold, providing data to interested licensee, providing information or samples to anyone outside Seattle Children’s without a Material Transfer Agreement or having invention tested, and date of testing, can influence patent protection.

Item III: 1
Identification of the financial support used during the development of the invention is essential to determine whether there are contractual obligations to external research sponsors that provided the support.

Item IV: 1-3
include the names of any co-inventors.  A co-inventor is an individual who has conceived or contributed an essential element of the invention, either independently or jointly with others and did not act simply as “a pair of hands.”  It is important to note that these individuals may not meet the legal criteria for inventorship.  Legal inventorship is determined later by a patent attorney at the time a patent application is filed.
