How to Write Clear Advertisements to Recruit Research Participants

· Identify your target audience
· Determine what type of advertisement will be most effective
· Use the templates provided to organize your content and meet Children’s graphic standards

· Write in a conversational tone
· Use short sentences and as few and simple words as possible – see the list of simple words below
· Define any technical words with simple terms
· Use an active, not a passive, voice
· Use “you” and “your” to help engage the reader’s attention
· Be consistent with words in the text
