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Driving directions:
From the north: 
Take I-5 South to Exit 169, and follow the signs to NE 45th Street. 
Turn left onto NE 45th Street and drive for 2 miles. 
You will travel through the University of Washington district and pass by University 

Village Shopping Center.  
After about 2 miles, NE 45th Street curves to the left and becomes Sand Point Way NE.
Stay on Sand Point Way NE. 
Turn right onto NE 74th Street. This is the main entrance to Magnuson Park.  
The Center for Pediatric Dentistry is the second building on your left.  
 

From the south:  
Take I-5 North to exit 169.  
Turn right onto NE 45th Street. 
You will travel through the University of Washington district and pass by University 

Village Shopping Center.  
After about 2 miles, NE 45th Street curves to the left and becomes Sand Point Way NE.
Stay on Sand Point Way NE. 
Turn right onto NE 74th Street. This is the main entrance to Magnuson Park.  
The Center for Pediatric Dentistry is the second building on your left.  
 

From the east: 
Take I-90 west to the I-5 North exit.  
Follow “From the south” directions above. 
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The Center for Pediatric Dentistry Parking 

 After you turn right onto NE 74th Street, you will see the 
center on your left.  

 Free parking is just past the building on your right.  
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If you take the bus to Children’s: 
 Metro bus #30, #74 and #75 will drop you off on Sand Point Way NE 

at the entrance to Magnuson Park.  

 It’s a 1-minute walk through the main entrance, following NE 74th 
Street to the Center for Pediatric Dentistry on the left.
